Provide
ongoing training and development opportunities.

Collaborate with the Director of Faith Formation to create and maintain a
comprehensive calendar for elementary catechesis and sacrament
preparation.

Youth Ministry

Provide oversight to youth programs, ensuring alignment with Church
teachings and mission.

Create youth ministry programs, retreats, and events that provide youth
opportunities to explore, learn, and grow in their faith.

Establish a calendar of youth ministry events.

Recruit, train and develop a youth leadership team to assist with the
creation, planning, and implementation of youth gatherings, retreats, and
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events.

Outreach

Prepare and coordinate publishing content for various communication
platforms, sharing important announcements, events, and spiritual
reflections related to youth ministry within the parish community.

Engage families and the parish community to support the various youth
activities of the parish.

Develop a content calendar for outreach efforts, ensuring consistent
messaging across platforms.

Promote and facilitate vocational discernment.
